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Ten Years of Sharing

June 2010 marks a special anniversary for all of the
public libraries in the St. Louis Metro Area. It has
been ten years since St. Louis Public Library, St. Louis
County Library, St. Charles City-County Library, and
the Municipal Library Consortium of St. Louis County
signed their Libraries without Borders agreement.
Under the agreement, anyone living within the
borders of St. Louis County or City or St. Charles
County may get a free library card at any library
within those same borders. Prior to the agreement, if
you happened to find yourself in a library outside the
city or county where you pay property taxes, you
couldn’t get a card or check out anything without
paying an annual non-resident fee.

The Libraries without Borders agreement was
awarded the 2000 East-West Gateway Council’s
Government Achievement Award, and the 2002
What’s Right with the Region Award from Focus St.
Louis.

Over ten years many thousands of residents of
the greater St. Louis area (Webster Groves included)
have discovered that even if the library they were
standing in was not their ‘home’ library, they could
still get a card and check out materials. There have
been minor disagreements between the libraries about
details. For instance, each library charges the other
libraries twenty-five cents for each item their patrons
check out; some have questioned whether this charge
was high enough. There was also a time a few years
back when St. Louis County Library thought it best to
only allow Municipal Library Consortium patrons free
access to items on the shelf. If they wanted to place
requests, they still needed to pay non-resident fees.
But these differences have been worked out, because
administrators at all of the libraries agree on one
thing—Libraries without Borders is a valuable service
to our users, a great way to maximize resources, and
its success is much more important than internal
institutional disagreements.

The St. Louis region is notoriously
fragmented: too many municipalities, too many
governments, too many duplicative services. Amid
this historical complexity, we’re proud that we’ve been
able to find a way to share and share alike for the
greater common good, and we hope you agree. We
look forward to the next ten years of service to the
community and cooperation with our fellow libraries.
